This Spring, Central Church sponsored a Good News Club Friday 
afternoons at Marcus Whitman Elementary School located at Lee and 
Snow.  A Good News Club is a weekly, one-hour after school program 
that teaches the Good News that Jesus has the power to make you 
clean from your wrong things.  Teachers are ordinary people who 
are trained by the local Child Evangelism Fellowship Director, Carol 
Bush.  An average meeting at Marcus Whitman has about 25 students 
attending.  One teacher leads in songs.  A second teacher presents the 
Bible memory verse and a game to learn the verse.  A third teacher 
presents the Bible story with the gospel woven in as fits the story.  
Classroom space is rented from the elementary school, and students 
must have a signed permission slip to attend.  Points are earned for 
attending, memorizing Bible verses, and reading and writing the devo-
tional booklet.  Prizes are awarded.  The students who make first-time 
decisions for Christ are both churched and non-churched.  Of the 
forty students who have attended, about half did not have a Bible in 
their home and we gave them one at their request.  The curriculum is 
designed by Child Evangelism Fellowship.  Each lesson has a disciple-
ship challenge for the child who has believed on Jesus for forgiveness 
of sin and an invitation for those who have not yet trusted Him as 
Savior.  The lessons cover Old Testament Patriarchs and Prophets as 
well as the Life of Christ and New Testament examples of faith.  The 
lessons are carefully crafted to integrate Bible truths.  It is astonishing 
how much God teaches in a paragraph of the Bible and how it fits 
with concepts taught in other passages.  God’s redemption is in every 
story!  It is a great joy to teach and be reminded every week that God 
loves you and that’s why He sent God the Son into the world to be 
punished for the wrong things that you do.  He does not want you to 
be in a dark and lonely place separated from Him for a long, long time.  
He wants you to be His child and enjoy the benefits now on earth 
and someday with Him in his perfect home in heaven.  Central Church 
intends to sponsor a club again in September at Marcus Whitman.  If 
you would like to visit club, or if you are interested in helping, please 
contact Amy Hoban at 547-6111 or amy_hoban@yahoo.com.
